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Crazy Quilt Blocks 
 

Scrappy Instructions, 
Precut Fabric directions below

For the 
stabilizer I use 
a thin flimsy 
one that stays 
on the block  
and a layer of 
tear away. I cut 
my fabrics in 
strips about 6 
inches
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The first sew of 
the design is an 
out line of the 
block.  
this will help 
you line up the 
fabric

Look at the 
block one 
image, and it is 
numbered on 
how you sew 
Placing your 
first 2 fabrics 
good sides 
together,  
place along the 
line between 
part 1 and part 2 
and sew the 
next line the 
machine will 
stop
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Now carefully 
trim doe the 
excess fabric to 
about 1/4 inch

Now fold over 
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
